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Abstract content

The social-philosophical study of desire, mechanisms of its becoming and
development, and its role as a source of activity of the subject of history is carried
out in this dissertation. The approach to study desire based on the research of its
social essence and unfolding of development dialectics was developed on the basis
of classical and modern achievements of philosophy. The dissertation argues for the
role of desire as the source of social activity of the subject of history. It was proved
that the desire is formed and realized inside the practical activity of social classes,
thus it reaches its historically concrete form in dependence from the social and
cultural factors such as labor division system, political regime, level of productive
forces development, dominating religious and ethical worldview. It was shown how
the desire becomes the factor of social production in modern times. The perspectives
of further development of subject-subject relations towards the transformation of
desire into the source of actual social activity and historical transformations is
defined.

The first chapter “Theoretical and methodological background of desire
phenomenon research” is dedicated to the investigation of existing background in
studies of desire’s notion in the classical and modern philosophy. Also, this chapter
is dedicated to the research of methodological approaches towards studying desire,
subjectivity and human nature.

The development of desire ethics in philosophical and religious systems of
Ancient China and India: in Daoism, Confucianism, Hinduism and Buddhism is
shown. It was established that the negative attitude towards desire is determined by

the idea that the desire is an obstacle on the way towards enlightenment and



harmony, that it is the source of suffering and social disorder. The succession of
Eastern outlook on desire in Ancient Greek philosophy and differences in Heraclitus
and Epicurious philosophical reflections on desire are shown. The idea of truthful
desires in Plato and Aristotle philosophy considering the existence of the desire to
approach the Greater Good and bodily desires which disturb cognition is analyzed.

Medieval reflections on desire are studied in the context of Arabian Medieval
philosophy, particularly Ghazali and Ibn Rushd, which is concerned with the
question of God’s desire and the Divine teleology, thus showing close connection
between desire and activity goal. Medieval poet Dante Alighieri argues that God fills
mankind with desires to activity and cognition.

The paradigm shift in attitude towards desire in Modern times and
Enlightenment period is related to the humanistic and rationalistic tendencies in
philosophy. The definitive role of social education and the possibility of conscious
formation and development of desires is established.

The conception of dialectics of desire in Hegel’s philosophy and its
interpretation in works of Kojeve are shown. Hegel defines dialectics of desire as
the process of self-consciousness development lying in the field of achieving
recognition by negating the other self-consciousness. Kojeve develops this idea to
defining desire as the main factor of historical subjectivity and social activity.

It was shown that historicity of subject is determined by its activity towards
the negation of existing social order and towards the establishment of progressive
development tendencies. The definitive aspect of the subject of history essence lies
primarily in the sense of its deeds, content of its desire, will and goals, and
secondarily in its reflection of own deeds and desires in philosophical and artistic
forms. The dissertation concerns studying the historical forms of such reflection in
philosophical and aesthetical forms in pre-modern and modern times.

Various methodological approaches in the study of human nature and essence
were analyzed, and a comparative analysis of the methodological foundations of
classical and modern philosophy: dualism, monism, idealism, materialism,

psychoanalysis, poststructuralism was conducted. The dialectical approach is chosen



as the main methodological basis for the study of the development of desire and its
role in the formation of the subject of history. It is revealed that the emergence and
resolution of internal contradictions of desire constitutes its dialectical essence and
defines it as a source of social activity of the subject of history.

The second chapter “The logics of development and meaning of desire in
becoming of subjectivity” is dedicated to studying the mechanisms and conceptions
of development of desire and subjectivity in the discourses of Jean-Paul Sartre,
Georges Bataille, Jacque Lacan, Marek Siemek and Ewald Ilyenkov. Also, this
chapter shows the logics of desire’s differentiation and mutual transformations to
needs and activity goals. It was established that the engagement of individual to the
intersubjectivity space and practical activity is the definitive factor of subjectivity
and desire becoming.

Existential and post-structuralist concepitons of subjectivity, intersubjectivity
and language are criticized on the basis of the conception of transcendental
intersubjectivity by Fichte and Hegel and its interpretation by Polish philosopher
Siemek. The intersubjectivity is defined as a space of human culture, where
subjectivity is formed. It was shown that intersubjectivity is prior to the subject
emergence, and the meaning of provocation as a communicative field which forms
subject is established.

The dialectics of materiality and ideality based on the conceptual definition of
ideality in Ewald Ilyenkov’s works has allowed us to enrich the content of desire
notion, which will include not just lack and abstractive negativity, but practical
activity as a specific moment of transformation of materiality to ideality and vice
versa.

The cognitive activity of a person in the context of satisfaction of needs and
fulfillment of desires is researched, the genetic connection of desire and need is
revealed on the basis of researches of classical political economy. It was shown that
the category of need, or absence — is the most abstract category from which the

formation and differentiation of notions occurs and reveals the nature and essence



of desire, such as need, will, purpose and image, and shows the relationship of desire
with imagination.

It was established that the differentiation of desires and needs is the result of
the social division of labor and the separation of production and consumption. It was
proved that desires and needs have similar nature, which emerges from the logic of
transformation of materiality to ideality in the necessity form. Desire is defined as
the need in overcoming needs and thus congruence of desire and creativity is
established. The process of mutual transformation of goals and desires is
investigated. The role of desire in the goal-making process is analyzed.

The third chapter “The social and cultural preconditions of desire as the source
of social activity of the subject of history” is dedicated to studying the subject of
history becoming in pre-modern and modern era, to studying concrete historical
forms of desire in different ages and societies, and to studying social and cultural
factors defining the form of subjectivity and desire. The role of social division of
labor in the process of differentiation of desires, needs and goals is investigated. It
was shown how a social position of certain social strata defines its main desires and
historical role. Analysis of ethical teachings, religious beliefs, works of art and
philosophy has shown how the content of culture in certain historical era reflects the
desire of subject which creates this era, thus being the subject of history.

Analysis of pre-modern age on the example of Ancient East and Greece has
shown that slave and serf labor leads to the desire to return to “golden age” or to
desire to be free of desires at all. It was established that pre-modern age was
impossible for the conscious subject of history emergence because of specifics of
goal-making which steers activity towards recreation of idealized past and to the
negation of historicity of human being at all.

The study of specifics of desire production and becoming of the subject of
history in modern age has shown the transformation of progressive and humanistic
tendencies of capitalistic society to their opposition in conservative tendencies of
consumerist society. Analysis of modern society has shown that conscious

production of desires is the necessary moment of modern cycle of production of



goods and services. Such production leads to the losing of human’s subjectivity
transforming it to the “one-dimensional” person, fragmentary individual.

The opposite tendency in modern society is defined. It is concerned with the
negation of consumerist society and commodity production, directed towards
restoration of human subjectivity. The examples of such significant persons of
modern age as Giordano Bruno, Hrihoriy Skovoroda, Ludwig Feuerbach, Taras
Shevchenko, Ivan Franko, Victor Hlushkov and others demonstrate the possibility
of person to rise upon his age and to realize social goals as his own desires.

It was established that the desire of modern human gradually transforms into
the political desire, because it is the factor of existence of political regimes. It was
shown that the desire can be directed towards maintaining and conserving existing
regime and towards revolutionary transformations. It is prognosed that the change
of the practical activity will result in transition from the necessity of desire to desired
necessity, free creativity.

The conclusions of dissertation study define the actuality of chosen approach
in studying desire in overcoming axiological relativism of modern age, in

overcoming the paradigm of consumerist society and imposed desires.
